Readers are Leaders

At WALIPP, every child will strengthen his reading skills,
improving his performance at least two grade levels by the
end of the year. In order to reach this goal, all students
participate in Silent Sustained Reading (SSR) for a minimum of 45 minutes
per day. Each school day, students have time to read. For SSR, WALIPP
faculty requests that scholars always carry a book, preferably one that tells
a story (e.g. chapter novels, histories, and biographies) rather than graphic novels, or books of lists
or facts. Ultimately, the SSR exercise will help students build their attention spans, increase their
reading speed and fluency, and grow to love good stories. Please help your student reach his goals
by making sure he has a “just-right” book to read each day.
